The representatives from NCEC and NCR discussed the upcoming changes in neighborhood funding, with a proposed timeline for the plan as to how the neighborhoods will be funded:  By the end of June: completed all meetings with neighborhoods, a draft policy in July and September will be the time for ‘feedback’.  Five questions discussed: (1) What are the future goals and plans of the neighborhood organization? (2) How could City resources such as a new community participation funding program, city staff resources, partnerships with other organizations, etc. be used to meet these goals and plans? (3) How detailed should the allocation of funds be? (Consider a continuum from all neighborhoods getting the same amount annually to each neighborhood has its own formula that could change regularly based on different variables?) (4) Are there ways that a new program could help neighborhood organizations be more effective at what they do? (5) Are there other things that we should consider when developing the new program?

Webber Park:  Emily Wolfe, Director

Youth Line Coordinator has been hired. This year’s numbers are 60% lower than last year for summer programming. July 6- registration for football and soccer.  New programs: Little Sluggers for ages 3-5 years and “Little Kickers” for the same age group. Webber Pool opens on June 11th, Wading Pool, June 7. Webber Park is now wireless.

Emily indicated a willingness to hold a summer event and the Board of Directors agreed to partner with Webber Park for an event scheduled at the end of July or early August. M/S/A approved financial support for the event not to exceed $2,500.

NRP Coordinator: Mary Ann Schissler

Northside Street Race and SOC Open House: Beautiful day for the race. This was the first year for the “Y’all Run”, for law enforcement personnel only within the 5K.  There were approximately 150 participants. Thirty-eight volunteers (mostly covering the barricades at intersections along the race route). The list of ‘volunteers’ included WCNO staff. The SOC Open House followed the event. There was consensus that the event is not as well attended as it should be and that additional marketing should support the event.
Community Advocate: Bonnie Moore: absent, no report. 
Victory Prairie Dog Park: Roberta to talk with Jon Olson,( MPRB) regarding several issues and also set a date for the ‘grand opening’ of the new dog park.

Neighborhood Revitalization Program (NRP):  Review of funding expectations earlier in the board meeting with representatives from NCEC and NCR.

WCNO July Board Meeting: The Board agreed that there will be a July Board Meeting on July 1.

Brief discussion about the NRP-Revised neighborhood allocation recommendations referencing information included in board packet.  Juneteenth Celebration; there will be increased security and police presence at this year’s location – North Mississippi Regional Park and surrounding area. WCNO Housing Loan Program proposals will be on the agenda for the July meeting.
